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Dependent Eligibility Verification Audit Results 
 
Employees who failed to respond to the Dependent Eligibility Verification Audit (DEVA) will be suspended 
from health care coverage for three years effective Monday, February 1, 2010.   
 
 A report called "Audit-Failed to Respond-Excluded Feb 1" which contains a list of all suspended 

employees has been placed in agency FTP folders.  These employees are not eligible for Extended 
Coverage; however, they should receive a HIPAA Certificate. Please list all covered family members 
on the certificate who are losing coverage, using an effective date of February 1, 2010. 

 All dependent children of employees suspended from coverage February 1 are eligible for Extended 
Coverage.  Benefits Administrators are responsible for sending these dependent children an 
Extended Coverage Election Notice.  The monthly PM4175 Term Report will show RC02: DEVA 
AUDIT as the reason for termination. 

 Spouses of employees who are suspended from coverage February 1 are not eligible for Extended 
Coverage.     

 As previously stated, the program will consider lifting the suspension if at any time within the three 
years employees submit documentation to their Benefits Administrator that the dependents listed on 
their Required Affidavit Signature Form are eligible.  For employees who take action, the program 
would consider lifting their suspension either 1) at the next annual spring Open Enrollment to take 
effect with the new plan year, or 2) retroactive to the time coverage ended to include payment of all 
applicable premiums. 
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
